The sessions will be held for one hour per half class every other Thursday afternoon,
meaning that your child will have Forest School once every fortnight (as we will be
alternating classes each week). The sessions will once again be delivered by Mrs Lovell, as
accredited Forest School practitioner.

The sessions will be held outdoors, we ask that you please provide your child with
a waterproof coat and a pair of wellies that you don't mind getting muddy. Please bring in
their wellies in a carrier bag with your child's name on.

Children are also allowed to wear jogging bottoms or jeans on their Forest School day,
leggings are NOT recommended, as they don’t provide enough protection for sitting
outside. Waterproof trousers or suits are highly recommended, or a change of trousers if
not.
